A lot

of time in the organization is taken up resolving problems with Index horses. Situations occur that are not well gefined
in our rules. Indexing was a way to solidify the foundation of spotted drafts. Breeders now have an excellent ppol of
spotted draft horses from which to choose. In order to strengthen the spotted draft breed, we need to use horsgs with

known parentage in breeding programs. By ending any new Indexing it will also eliminate wrongful advertising

and

misrepresentation of spotted draft horses being sold. When our registry started in 1995, Indexing was a way for the
