The longer you wait, the more it
costs. And, if transfers are not kept up, the registration becomes invalid. Thus, diminishing the value of
your spotted drafts.
All breeders list their stallion(s) on the NASDHA website. Currently, there are only 11 stallions listed. As
a member, your stallion can be listed for FREE! You just need to send a picture and information to the
NASDHA office to help us promote the NASDHA breed. We have so many beautiful stallions in the reg-
istry and we need to have their pictures so peopl e
cost you anything but your time.
Submit an article or picture for The Spot Light. We need interesting stories for our readers. Tell us what
youdre doing with your spotted drafts. I f you nged
help you.
Sign up to volunteer for a shift at the NASDHA table at Horse Progress Days. The more the merrier!
